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Thankyou to all those centre managers who have completed business plans and 

clubcards. 

We have had a 93% return for completed business plans and a 100% return on the 

clubcards. In September the new 2009 clubcards will be placed into the website as a 

final check for centres to ensure that the details, logos and text are accurate. These 

will then form the 2009/2010 directory and a navigable disc of the high resolution 

clubcards will be available with the Yearbook in November. 

There is an expectation that the evaluations reports should be in soon as we have to 

report to DCSF on the difference that we are making which will inform the case for 

continued funding when it is made in the next spending review. 

Please keep us up to date on summer plans and outcomes so we can report that 

back to DCSF in terms of what centres may be doing over the summer and the 

number of children that take part.

Trinity primary school in Taunton today. Lucy Doolan, Sophie Devine, Katey Martin 

and Nicola Browne were warmly welcomed at the school that have adopted them for 

the ICC World Twenty20.The players took part in a whole school assembly, the 

theme of which was 'Our World including singing 'He's got the Whole World in His 

Hands'.  They each did a Q and A with Ms. Rhondda Robbins about their cricketing 

background and hopes and expectations for the tournament.

Two of the West Indies women’s cricket team attended Priorswood Primary school. 

Merissa Aguilleira, the captain and Stacy-Ann King were warmly welcomed at the 

school. The players took part in a short Question and Answer session in the 

classroom where students found out more about Trinidad, home island of the 

players. They also talked about the need to put the correct fuel into their bodies 

especially breakfast particularly before a game of international cricket. The 

importance of teamwork was also discussed and the anacronym Together Each 

Achieve More was shared with the group. This was followed by a practical session 

on the school field where some fundamental skills such as catching and bowling 

were examined. The morning concluded with a large game of pairs cricket and the 

signing of many autographs. Both girls participated fully in the visit and were 

fantastic ambassadors for their team.
